CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has nasal congestion mostly in the cold weather and there is no fever or chills and he is not coughing much. The patient is using montelukast 10 mg once a day with some relief.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or rashes.
