On her initial visit, the patient had EKG that reflects intermittent PVCs (asymptomatic). She returned today on 01/22/2024 for a stress test. She reports no symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/85.

Pulse 70.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
CARDIAC: Irregular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.
ASSESSMENT:
1. PVC.

2. Positive stress test.

PLAN: The patient has stress test today. As part of the stress test, she had echo. Echo reveals EF at 65. The study was done using Bruce protocol. Results were reviewed by myself and supervising physician and the cardiologist who indicated there is a positive stress test and the patient will need a nuclear stress. Dr. Klem, the cardiologist was consulted and after he and I reviewed, the results of the echo did indicate that a nuclear stress test is indicated.
