FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION.
The patient is an 89-year-old woman currently on hospice with advanced dementia as well as senile degeneration of the brain and hypertension.

When the patient was evaluated, she was crying. She was kicking. She is on Seroquel and Xanax to help her agitation because she becomes agitated. She is not oriented to person, place, or time. She is bedbound, the staff at the group home gets her in a wheelchair sometimes, but sometimes it is impossible. She is ADL dependent wears a diaper. She is lost weight. She has decreased appetite. Her condition is worsening to the point that she probably requires more Xanax on regular basis. Currently, she is receiving 1 mg a day along with Seroquel. Her other comorbidities include degenerative joint disease, COPD, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and gastroesophageal reflux.
The patient has a KPA score of 40%. Currently, she lives in a group home and around-the-clock care. She has severe agitation, weight loss, as well as total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is showing rather quick decline as far as her mental status is concerned and her behavior and requires increased medications to control them at this time.
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
