CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 69-year-old woman comes in with nasal drainage, cough and postnasal drip.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 69-year-old woman with history of hypothyroidism, comes in today with above symptoms for the past two days. She has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis or hematochezia. No symptoms of pneumonia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism and history of stroke in the past.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Synthroid.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is not smoking at this time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Her weight is stable at 194 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 120/64.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Sinusitis.

3. Mucinex DM for cough.

4. Medrol Dosepak.

5. Z-PAK.

6. Hypothyroidism.
7. The patient gets her blood work done from her primary care physician including her TSH.

8. Will provide the copy of her blood work to us for her chart.

9. Her TSH is within normal limits.

10. Chest x-ray shows no pneumonia as I mentioned.

11. Come back if not improved in the next three to five days and we will get a CT scan at that time.
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
