PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery, knee surgery, and herniated disc surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 221 pounds. O2 sat 93%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 20. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 150/80.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Positive cobblestoning.
NECK: No meningismus.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Strep is positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep pharyngitis.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Amoxicillin 500 mg b.i.d.

4. Medrol Dosepak.

5. Look out for signs of peritonsillar abscess; if any noted, call us immediately. This was discussed with the patient, given symptoms what to look for in case they develop any time signs of peritonsillar abscess.
