PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The child weighs 39 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 24. Pulse 137.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear with few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. The patient is tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

The patient’s fu test is negative and strep test is negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis.

2. Tachycardia.

3. The child does not appear to be septic at this time.

4. We will treat with azithromycin.

5. Tylenol and Motrin for fever.

6. No evidence of meningismus.

7. If not improved in the next 24 hours, return. If symptoms get worse, go to the emergency room right away.
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
