CHIEF COMPLAINT: Cough.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Brianna is a 10-year-old young lady who has developed cough especially at nighttime consistent with bronchospasm. The patient has a history of asthma. She has a nebulizer at home that she has been using, but they are running out of medication. She has no fever, chills, nausea, or vomiting. She does not feel bad. She has no signs or symptoms of the bacterial infection requiring antibiotics.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative except for asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking exposure negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Asthma is positive.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 112 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 24. Pulse 111.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion. Posterior pharynx is not red.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Reactive airway disease.

2. History of asthma.

3. Continue with nebulizer treatment four times a day at home.

4. Always rinse her mouth.

5. Prescription given for the child to be able to use albuterol inhaler at school.

6. Prednisone taper for the next nine days 90 cc given, see the script.

7. If not improved in 24-48 hours, return.
8. We talked about antibiotic, the use and non-use of antibiotic with mother. She agrees with the plan.

9. If there are any other issues or concerns regarding her condition, they will call me right away or go to the emergency room.
