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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 76-year-old Hispanic female with diabetes mellitus for more than 20 years. The patient has been taking a short-acting insulin that is the NovoLog and she takes Tresiba. The patient is CKD IV, but the serum creatinine has been coming down from 2.6 to 2.0 and the BUN is 44. The fasting blood sugar is 182 at the time of this determination and the estimated GFR went up from 19 to 25. The urinalysis does not show any type of activity. The proteinuria is just 1+. The protein-to-creatinine ratio for some reason was not done.

2. The patient has a history of hyperlipidemia. She has cholesterol of 169, HDL of 33 and LDL of 105. The triglycerides are slightly elevated.

3. The patient has a history of meningoma that was excised at the Lakeland Regional Medical Center no more than a year ago. She lost the vision in the left eye and she has a tunnel vision in the right eye and continues with the involuntary movements of the head.

4. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated.

5. Osteoporosis that is treated by the primary. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup and we emphasized the blood sugar control that is most likely associated to the total caloric intake.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 8 minutes.
