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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage V. The patient has interstitial nephritis and nephrosclerosis. The patient has been evaluated by the Kidney Transplant Program in Tampa and, as far as we know, the patient is up-to-date in the testing and is active in the list.

2. Anemia that is followed at the Florida Cancer Center. The patient was given infusions of iron. The hemoglobin is 10.7 and he feels well.

3. The kidney function was reported in the last laboratory workup that was done on 01/11/2024; his creatinine is 4.1 that is less than the prior determination, estimated GFR is 14 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 238 mg/g of creatinine.

4. Hyperuricemia that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is not symptomatic at the present time. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and in the documentation 8 minutes.
