CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old female who was seen after dinner, she is sitting in a rocker, her O2 is not in place. I asked her if she was wearing her oxygen and she stopped for a minute and then she told her she could not remember if she wears it all day and it is off at night or if she wears at all night and it is off during the day. Staff told me that they place it on her at night and so she sleeps with that and she is supposed to wear it p.r.n. during the day. The patient had an x-ray about a week ago that was consistent with early CHF, so Lasix was increased on 01/10 to 40 mg at 8 a.m. and 2 p.m. with KCl 20 mEq q.d. The patient has come out of her room for meals, she is in a manual wheelchair that she is generally transported in, but she can propel the chair for short distances. She stated that she was sleeping good and had no pain.

DIAGNOSES: New symptoms consistent with CHF, diuresed and on oxygen, advanced Parkinson’s, Parkinson’s related dementia, atrial fibrillation, HTN, CKD, and wheelchair-bound.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/10 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/69, pulse 71, respirations 16, room air O2 saturation 88%, and weight 107 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. There are decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Lung fields are clear. She had no cough.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses.

LOWER EXTREMITIES: She has trace to +1 edema dorsum of her feet and ankles and then trace at the pretibial.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor. No bruising or skin tears noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. CHF in the face of HTN and CKD. She is to wear oxygen continuous and order is written for same. She continues with diuresis and will have her O2 sat checked a.m. and 5 p.m. and for staff to place it on her at h.s.

2. Social. Contact with family. She has two daughters who I have not been able to make contact with, but we will do so next week. They were asking their mother whether I had called them and she is aware that I told her I was not able to get a hold of them but she told them she _______.
