CC: The patient reports a coated tongue.
HPI: An 83-year-old female seen in the dining area. I had her brush her teeth and then come out and show me her mouth. Her tongue is not coated and it does not appear that she had brushed it either. She denied having done so. The buccal mucosa bilaterally are clear. No ulcers. She pointed to her hard palate that is where her problem is looking at the hard palate the area nearest the teeth is normal tissue, but about mid way toward the tonsillar area it is hyperemic and appears irritated. There are no vesicles or patchy white areas and check of her neck there is no lymphadenopathy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2 to 3. Her speech is clear. She can give information and she generally does not complain.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Irritation of hard palate with possible Candida. Nystatin swish and swallow 5 mL p.o. q.i.d. x7 days. Explained it to the patient and she feels confident. She knows how to use it.
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
