CC: Hospice request.

HPI: An 82-year-old female whose family had requested last week that she be evaluated for hospice and review of her. I did not think at that time that she met hospice criteria and at this time I think it is very equivocal, but in fairness to the family I think evaluation by Traditions Hospice who they requested is ordered. The patient was sitting comfortably in her room. She was alert and chatted for a couple of minutes. Overall she is feeling good. She still has difficulty getting around in part it is due to her obesity.

DIAGNOSES: History of left breast cancer status post mastectomy, cardiac arrhythmia, obesity, chronic lower extremity edema now with weeping, hypothyroid, generalized myalgias, depression, IDDM and trigeminal neuralgia.

ALLERGIES: Sulfa, Betadine and latex.

DIET: Diabetic.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Obese female seated in her living room who is pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/85, pulse 85, temperature 98.1, respirations 17, and weight 275 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: She has normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to body habitus and no cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Again, morbid obesity. She is transported in a wheelchair. She has to be pushed. She cannot propel and requires transfer assist.

SKIN: Bilateral lower extremities she has bubbling with clear fluid and some have ruptured and are weeping. She denies any pain, pruritus or irritation, but is concerned and she acknowledges that she has picked at some the one area draining most. She stated that she had intentionally popped it. She denies fevers or chills.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. New increase in lower extremity edema with vesicle formation and weeping of clear fluid. This will need to be addressed with Unna boots most likely and will either have that done through a home health or hospice should they accept her on their service.
2. Social. Family has requested Traditions Hospice to begin following the patient, but prior to that they have to evaluate her and we will see what they think and if they do accept her then they can do the Unna boot for her lower extremities.
