CC: Followup on respiratory issues.

HPI: A 93-year-old male seated in his recliner. He was with blanket over him. He was awake. He made eye contact. He did not speak and in no way indicated an answer yes, no or grimace to any question. On 01/16/24 the patient had x-ray secondary to worsening of cough and congestion. X-ray showed diffuse interstitial markings throughout the lung fields suggesting an inflammatory process versus pulmonary edema. The patient was started on Levaquin 750 mg q.d x10 days and prednisone 40 mg a day and recently decreased to 20 mg q.d. The patient has responded well to treatment and he is not requiring O2 and keep sats at 90%. The patient clearly has dementia and has had evidence of it for sometime but due to his POA’s refusal to be moved to MC. He has continued in AL. Unfortunately he is isolated there. His doors kept open and the staff checks on him, but as far as contact with other people outside of that he does not have it. I think he will do much better in memory care. He will have a lot of activity going on around him and other people that I think will interact with him.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Upper respiratory issue. He has been treated for both infection and inflammation. Antibiotic has been completed. He is titrated from 40 mg to 20 mg of prednisone q.d.  I am going to extend it for another week and we will see if he would benefit from maintenance doses which I think he will.
