HPI: An 81-year-old female with moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease with behavioral issues in the form of delusions and aggression and she can be difficult to redirect. The patient has had medications to modify her behavior, which were effective. The family had felt that she may be overmedicated. We then tried to decrease her medications and had to do it slowly because of her breakthrough behavior. Looking at the patient today she seems to be doing quite well. She is quite and she is walking around. After I had already left the unit then went back for something else she came in and just stood next to me and did not state anything and when I moved she did not follow me. Other residents have passed by her and she has not reached out or done anything to them such as push them.

ALLERGIES: PCN and codeine.

DIET: Regular.
