CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Problem with breathing and drainage.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had just had a brand new premature grandbaby. She is very concerned about being around grandbaby. The family wants her to be tested to make sure she does not have flu or RSV.

She did three COVID testing at home. They have all been negative. Lisa suffers from sick sinus syndrome. She got a pacemaker 07/17/2023. She also has COPD and asthma. She sees her pulmonologist and her primary care physician. She recently was placed on QVAR and acarbose 25 mg to control her blood sugars because they have tendency to go down. Her lab work is up-to-date per her PCP.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, asthma, and pacemaker status post sick sinus syndrome.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, CODEINE, ALBUTEROL, but she is able to take albuterol without any problems; she just cannot do excessive doses because of tachycardia.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date x2.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Lives at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cough, congestion, fever off and on, and some sputum production. No nausea. Postnasal drainage. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion. Once again, blood work is obtained by her PCP and her pulmonologist on regular basis, none was done today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 153 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 63. Blood pressure 143/72.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is slightly red.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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Chest x-ray is completely clear.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Mild bronchitis.

3. History of asthma.

4. History of COPD.

5. History of sick sinus syndrome.

6. Status post pacemaker.

7. Decadron 8 mg now.

8. Rocephin 1 g now.

9. Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.

10. Bromfed DM for cough.

11. Reevaluate if not better in three days. Continue with her previous medication that is prescribed by her pulmonologist.
