CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of cough and lethargy for several weeks, also with back pain x 2 days and complains of stomach pain for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History allergic rhinitis with allergies, history of strep, had T&A three years ago and seen at Kingwood ER for flu two months ago.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Few rhonchi in chest. Neck: Supple without masses. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep, flu and COVID testing done which were all negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Recent flu with secondary bronchitis.
PLAN: Given prescription for azithromycin. To follow up with pediatrician. Also, a chest x-ray was obtained which showed no abnormality. See pediatrician for followup.
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
