SOCIAL HISTORY: Single. He used to work at the VA. He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol. He lives alone. He has a caregiver and other friends that check on him.

FAMILY HISTORY: He does not know much about his family.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Mr. Pickens is awake. He is alert. He has been giving a good history.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 130/89, pulse is 92, respirations are 18.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows decreased turgor. There is dressing present over the left forefoot status post amputation with continued drainage.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. This is a 74-year-old gentleman with severe peripheral vascular disease.

2. Non-healing ulceration/non-healing stump left forefoot, requiring dressing changes on regular basis.

3. Blood pressure appears to be stable.

4. The patient has no history of diabetes.

5. His neuropathic pain is controlled with Lyrica at this time.
