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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He tells me that he has loss of consciousness during Air Force Academy.  It was between 2016 and 2019.  The patient was involved in a wrestling match.  The patient tells me that he was hit in the head many times.  The patient is a wrestler in the Air Force.  The patient tells me that he has multiple head injuries that he does not remember how many times.  The patient tells me at least three times that he remembered that was very severe.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient has confusion, disorientation every time with the head injury.  The patient was hit in the head severely many times.

On 03/16/2019, the patient had sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in a public restaurant.  The patient was punched in the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and fell to ground.  The patient tells me that his head fell to the ground very hard and resulted in laceration in right face.  The patient had injury of the right face.  The patient was bleeding on the ground.  The patient woke up five minutes later, the patient had severe headache, confused, and disorientation.  The patient was brought to the emergency room in the hospital and the patient had multiple stitches in the right eyebrow.

Since the event, the patient has significant migraines, memory loss, unable to recall the events.  The patient also has neck, shoulder and upper back pain.  The patient is hard of hearing.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has episodes of vertigo.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has low _______ to communicate.  The patient also has dizziness and headaches.  These symptoms are consistently almost every day.

The patient is currently in active duty.  The patient is a pilot in the Air Force.  However, his symptoms are significantly affecting to do his job.  Specifically the headache is affecting him to do his job.  The memory loss and cognitive deficits are also affecting him to remember things at work.  The patient also has tinnitus and vertigo, those all symptoms affecting to do his job.  He has decrease in concentration and focus at work.
