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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In September 2020, the patient was in boot camp, in Keesler, Mississippi.  The patient was in a training exercise.  The patient tells me that he was punched in the back of the head.  The patient tells me that he immediately fell to ground and had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  Second episode was in 2023, when the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident in San Francisco, California.  The patient was driving and he was suddently T-boned by another driver.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness. However, he hit the head against the door in the car.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness, but he had severe headache, confusion, and disorientation after that.

The patient tells me that he has significant memory problems. The patient has memory loss, migraines, difficulty with short-term memory loss.  The patient has memory impairement.  The patient has mood swings.  He also has sleep difficulties.

The patient is currently working for the Air Force.  The patient works in Human Resources.  The patient has significant decrease in memory.  The patient tells me that he misses deadline.  It is difficult to read E-mail.  He has decreased concentration to do his job.  The patient is not able to focus and concentrate because of the memory loss.  The patient also has difficulty concentrating at work because of the headaches.
