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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2009, the patient was in Camp Pendleton.  The patient was playing football.  The patient was in a special team.  During the kick-off, the patient got injured to the head.  The patient tells me that he got injured because of the kick-off running at the fast speed, that caused him to have head injury.  The patient was disoriented.  As a matter of fact, the patient was so disoriented that he ran to the wrong side of the football.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  He remained like that for the rest of the day.  Next episode was in 2010, in Afghanistan.  The patient was in a gunner position in a turret position on a military truck.  The military truck hit the ditch, the patient tells me that he hit the metal part inside the truck, and he had severe head pain, disorientation and confusion.  He did not lose consciousness.  The next episode then in 2010, it was in Afghanistan.  The patient was again in the turret position in the gunner position.  The patient tells me that the truck was going fast, he hit the metal part in the truck.  The patient hit the head.  The patient has severe confusion and disorientation, did not lose consciousness.

Since the events, the patient has significant memory loss.  The patient tells me that he has loss of focus, unable to follow up items.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.  The patient has forgetfulness.  The patient is unable to carry out conversation.  The patient has slow response.  The patient gets irritated easily.

The patient is currently working at the VA.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting the way he does his job.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to remember event. The confusion and disorientation are affecting him to perform his job.  The patient would forget his task duties.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had an injury in 2009, when he was playing football, he was hit immediately and he was confused and disoriented.  As a matter of fact, he ran to the wrong side of the field because of the injury to the head.  In 2010, in Afghanistan, he was hit in the head twice at the gunner turret position in the military truck.  The patient hit the metal part inside the truck.  The patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe head pain with each episodes.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained to have traumatic brain injury.  The patient is still having significant symptoms including headaches, confusion, forgetfulness, loss of focus, irritability, these all common signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
