Dear Doctors:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Hunt with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small right kidney.  His last visit was June 1, 2023.  Since that time he has been diagnosed with giant cell carcinoma of the lung and the tumor is actually outside the lung he was told and his weight is down 20 pounds over the last six months.  He has had two rounds of chemotherapy and then see an oncologist just for a second opinion at UOM who confirmed that Dr. Akkad is doing all the correct therapy and the patient and wife are very pleased to find that out so far he is feeling well and he is trying to eat protein supplements like Boost an Ensure to prevent further weight loss.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  He does have chronic dyspnea on exertion.
Medications:  I want to highlight hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily, aspirin is 81 mg daily, lisinopril has been stopped and he is on verapamil extended release 120 mg once a day and he started ferrous sulfate 325 mg once daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 179 pounds, pulse 84 and blood pressure 130/70.  His neck is supple.  There is no jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear, but somewhat diminished bilaterally.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done January 17, 2023, and creatinine is 1.42 with estimated GFR of 53 and that is stable and actually improved from previous levels, calcium 9.0, sodium 139, potassium is 3.8, carbon dioxide 30, albumin 3.4, which is stable, liver enzymes are normal, his hemoglobin is 8.9, white count 12.1 and platelets are elevated at 689,000.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with slightly improved creatinine levels.
2. Hypertension is well controlled on current medications.
3. Small right kidney.
4. Giant cell lung carcinoma, currently on chemotherapy.  We have asked the patient to continue to have the lab studies done.  Dr. Akkad is doing labs every three weeks so we would love to have copies of those when they are done.  We require them at least every 2 to 3 months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in four to five months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
