History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Lazaro Curiel is a 35-year-old male who reports he was injured at work on 01/24/22. He was carrying granite up some steps when it slipped and fell on his right hand. He was seen at Cooper that same day. About two weeks later, he went to Virtua Emergency Room for chest pain on 02/16/22. With respect to the actual trauma, he describes he injured the little finger. He does not know his final diagnosis. He did have sutures placed, but no surgery was done in this matter. He is no longer receiving any active care.

Per the records supplied, Mr. Curiel was seen at Cooper Emergency Room on 01/24/22. He was found to have a laceration of the right little finger that was closed with three sutures. He did have x-rays of the right hand that showed no acute osseous abnormality. He stated he hit his right hand and also hit his chest. His pain was 8/10 in the right hand and worse with movement of the hand. He was then treated and released with a diagnosis of laceration of the right little finger. He also underwent a chest x-ray that showed no acute cardiopulmonary disease. The right hand x-rays showed no acute osseous abnormalities. He also underwent laceration repair of the right fifth finger by Dr. Chansky. This was primary closure for a finger laceration. Mr. Curiel does not appear to have any further documented treatment for either the hand or his chest pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
LUNGS/TORSO: Normal macro
UPPER EXTREMITIES: Inspection revealed a new laceration on the radial side of the middle phalanx of the right small finger. There were no signs of infection, swelling, or effusions. Skin was otherwise normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Motion of the upper extremities was full in all spheres without crepitus, tenderness, triggering, or locking. Fine and gross hand manipulation were intact. The deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the biceps, triceps, and brachioradialis. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft-touch sensations were intact bilaterally.  Manual muscle testing was 5/5 in bilateral hand grasp, pinch grip, and throughout the upper extremities. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either upper extremity. 

With rapid hand testing, he demonstrated decreased effort on the right after the first attempt. This was strongly suggestive of limited volitional effort.

IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 01/24/22, Lazaro Curiel was injured while carrying granite. He was seen at the emergency room where x-rays of the chest and hand were negative. He did have laceration on the hand that was closed with suturing. It is unclear what kind of follow-up he had after the emergency room. Current exam found there to be a recent laceration on the right small finger. He had decreased effort on Hand Dynamometry after the first attempt. However, manual muscle testing was 5/5.

There is 0% permanent partial or total disability referable to the chest or right hand. He only has pain in the right small finger when he exerts strength. He does appear to be highly functional.
