This is a progress note on Dakota Brandom.

This 18-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He has been having cough, fever, nausea, vomiting, and extreme weakness for last three to four days.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient plays hockey and recently he was in a tournament. He was exposed to so many fellow players and some of them were sick. The patient started having fever with chills and sore throat four days ago and gradually he developed nausea, vomiting, and extreme weakness. The patient is very weak when he comes here today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been healthy, otherwise other than routine infections.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 18-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 175 pounds, pulse is 100, and blood pressure 90/58.
HEENT: Throat is congested.

Neck: Lymph node palpable in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Wheezing.

Heart: Regular and tachycardia 

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Significant dehydration.

2. Nausea and vomiting.

3. Acute viral illness.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him IV fluids and also Rocephin 2 g then we will put him on oral antibiotic as well as Medrol Dosepak. I gave him Zithromax and Z-PAK.
