SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking.
FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/80. Weight 92 pounds. Respirations 20. Pulse 88.

HEENT: Oral mucosa is dry.

NECK: No JVD. 

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Decreased turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: He is very weak and has trouble ambulating.
The patient is wearing the diaper because of incontinence.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
