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1. DA, is a 20-year-old young man with vomiting. White count 18000. Positive ketones. Creatinine is slightly increased. He was hydrated in the emergency room with good response. Swab tests were negative. Sent home with Zofran. No abdominal CT was done maybe because there was no complain of pain. White count of 15,000. The patient was happy with the care received.

2. SG, 19-year-old young lady with behavioral issues. Complete metabolic workup was negative. Subsequently transferred to Tri-County. No one answered the phone.

3. DL, 24-year-old young man comes in with eye pain with a piece of metal stuck in the right eye. Diagnosed with corneal abrasion. Treated with Naprosyn and eye drops. Happy with the care received.

4. DT, 14-year-old with swelling of her pinky right side after she hit the table. X-rays were negative. Splint was applied. She states it is already better and no complaints of the physician.

5. FL, 80-year-old woman with chest pain and shortness of breath. In the emergency room, received 4 mg morphine, also had flank pain and abdominal pain. The complete workup CBC, CMP, amylase, lipase, cardiac workup and CT were all negative. Sent home with Mobic and Bentyl. No mention of observation was made in the 80-year-old woman. The patient did not answer the phone.

6. NS, 2-year-old comes in with leg pain. Exam completely negative. Diagnosed with musculoskeletal pain. No medications were given. The 2-year-old. Mother liked the facility and physician very much.
7. DK, 61-year-old male with flu symptoms. Diagnosed with Flu A. Treated with Tessalon and Tamiflu. Family was happy with this care .
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8. IC, is a 50-year-old female with abdominal pain. Blood pressure 183/98, came down to 160/90. CBC, CMP, lipase, amylase, urinalysis, and CT negative except for UTI and fibroid. She was treated with Protonix, Bentyl, and Bactrim DS and sent home. In the ER, received Protonix, Zofran and morphine and the patient is working today. She was happy with the care.

9. AM, 17-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Diagnosed with flu B. Treated with Tessalon and Tamiflu. Happy with the care received. 
10. SA, 4-year-old child with nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, fever, and URI symptoms. In the emergency room, received Zofran, was sent home with Zofran and Levsin. No workup including CBC and urinalysis was done. May consider urinalysis in a 4-year-old with nausea, vomiting and abdominal pain. No one answered the phone.

11. KC, 18-year-old young lady with a heart rate of 120 and on her period. She complained of dysmenorrhea, nausea and vomiting. She states she always vomits with her cycle. Dr. O did not do any workup. Treated the patient with Zofran and Naprosyn. Sent the patient home. Obviously, she might get that every time with her cycle, but this time there may have been something more serous. Please consider workup in the patient’s with abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, and with a heart rate of 120. The patient did not answer the phone.
12. MF, is a 46-year-old with palpitations. Cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Protonix for gastroesophageal reflux. He did not answer the phone. 

13. MC, 48-year-old male comes in with severe flank pain. CBC, CMP, CT and morphine in the emergency room were obtained and administered. Diagnosed with 8 mm stone right side, was sent out to facility in the Woodlands. No one answered the phone today.
14. NM, is a 37-year-old with right shoulder pain and knee pain status post MVA. Toradol. CBC and CMP given and administered. X-rays negative. Sent home with Flexeril and Mobic. Doing better today. Liked the doctor very much.

15. AR, 26-Year-old with shortness of breath and asthma type symptoms. Swab test negative. CBC negative. CBC negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Zofran and clindamycin because of allergies. She is doing better. She is still sick, but doing better today. No complaints.

16. RH, 49-year-old woman with hand pain. Obvious ganglion cyst versus lipoma on the dorsum of the right rib. No workup was done. Referred to surgeon and given Naprosyn. She did not answer the phone.
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17. RL, 47-year-old with chest pain. Swab test negative. Cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray negative. EKG shows prolonged QT. The patient was sent home with Z-PAK, albuterol, Tessalon, and no cardiologist was called regarding the abnormal EKG with prolonged QT. The diagnosis was chest pain in a 47-year-old. The patient did not answer the phone. Left message.

18. KA, 8-month-old congestive baby diagnosed with bronchiolitis after swab test came back negative. Sent home with Amoxil. Mother was at work. She states she could not talk right now.

19. DM, is a 70-year-old female with status post fall presents with raccoon eyes. Diagnosed with scalp hematoma after CT of the face and head were negative.

20. FM, is a 38-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Temperature of 101. Diagnosed with strep and flu. Treated with Pen VK and Tamiflu. Doing better. Already was appreciative of the care received.

21. LH, 60-year-old male involved in an MVA with shoulder pain. Given Toradol 30 mg. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Sent home with Amoxil and Mobic. It is important to notice that even though sinuses were not part of the complaint when Dr. O saw the evidence of sinusitis on the CT scan, he decided to go ahead and treat it.

22. CT, 17-year-old comes in with rectal bleed. The patient had constipation and skin tear. He did a guaiac test which was negative and treat the patient with hydrocortisone, bacitracin and Anusol HC. 

23. CT, is an 18-year-old woman who comes in with vaginal itching and pregnancy test was negative. The patient was sent home with Rocephin, Zithromycin, Flagyl and Diflucan. 
24. MP, 61-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Blood pressure is slightly elevated. Diagnosed with URI and sinusitis. Treated with Amoxil and the blood pressure was not forgotten. He was given lisinopril and he is doing much better.
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
