His ejection fraction is not known at this time. He is known to have low ejection fraction causing his congestive heart failure, which cause the disability and has not been able to work since then. He has a KPS score of 40% its along with a help of provider hospice nurses and aids. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient has complaints of increased shortness of breath and symptoms of unstable angina as well in the past few days, which is being treated symptomatically.
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
