This is a 65-year-old gentleman, recently hospitalized with history of malignant neoplasm of the lung, subsequent myelodysplastic syndrome, chronic anemia, epilepsy, bipolar disorder, acute kidney failure, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of repeat falls, constipation, acute respiratory failure, fracture of the left femur as well as muscle weakness. The patient comes to us for the diagnosis of hospice. He has a KPS score of 40%. His bone fracture appears to be pathological related to his lung cancer.

He has lost weight, he is total ADL dependent and lives alone with the help of provider services. The patient is widowed and has family members that check on him on regular basis. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live, hence hospice appropriate with orders from hospital after discharge for hospice care at home.
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
