HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Much erythema visualized. Oral mucosa is moist. Tonsils were enlarged at +2 as well.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LABS: Today, include a strep test and it was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute tonsillitis. The patient will receive Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 10 mL twice daily for 10 days.

2. She is going to get plenty of fluid and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to the clinic as needed.
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
