HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young man. He has got right eye irritation. Mother brought him here due to having erythema around that right eye especially on the eyelid and she complains about having a sty on that eye as well, he has been itching at a lot as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented and interacts well with me through the exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 65. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 50 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: It is obvious that he has got an irritation to his right eye. There is much erythema. The conjunctiva has much erythema as well. I do not readily see a discharge at this point. There is chalazion present on that right eye as well and also a sty on the lower border of that upper eyelid. Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Chalazion and acute bacterial conjunctivitis in that right eye, but it is also beginning in the left eye as far as the conjunctivitis is concerned.

2. He is going to get tobramycin ophthalmic one drop every four hours to that right eye and one drop daily to the left eye.

3. The patient will also be on amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 7 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days, #140 mL.

4. He is to get plenty of fluid and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to the clinic if not improving.
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
