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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2003, the patient was in Camp Klamath Falls, in Oregon.  The patient was in a training exercise.  The patient was tackled by another soldier.  The patient tells me that he was wrapped up in the arm, and the head fell onto the cement.  The patient tells me the head directly hit the hard cement.  The patient tells me that he was hit on the right side of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about one minute.  The patient had severe confusion and disorientation and dizziness when he woke up.

His next episode was in 2001, in Kuwait.  The patient tells me that he was involved in many lava explosions.  The patient tells me that these shock waves from the explosions were causing him significant headaches, confusion, and disorientation.  He did not lose consciousness.

In 2022, the patient tells me that he was in Klamath Falls.  The patient was at home.  The patient was standing up.  He suddenly fell to the ground.  He hit the floor.  The back of the head hit the floor.  The patient had loss of consciousness.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain.

Since the events, the patient has significant headaches, dizziness, neck pain, and scalp pain.  The patient tells me that he has daily headaches.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient has limited ability to use computer because of the headache and concentration.

The patient is currently working for the Air Force at the Anti-Terrorism Unit.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to use the computer because of his chronic headache and difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient also has cognitive deficits.  The patient is not able to remember a lot of task duties.  The patient _______ a lot.  The dizziness is also affecting his concentration.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had multiple head injuries that resulted in loss of consciousness, confusion and disorientation.  The patient also had severe head pain.  In 2003, the patient was in Klamath Falls, Oregon, the patient was in physical training exercises and he got wrapped up by with another soldier, his head fell onto the cement ground on the right side of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness and when he woke up he was confused and disoriented.  The patient also had another loss of episodes when he was at home in Klamath Falls in Oregon, he was standing and then suddenly he fell on the ground and hit the floor.  It was a wooden floor.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.
Since these events, the patient has daily headaches, confusion, disorientation, difficulty to concentrate and focus and dizziness.  It is my opinion that the chronic headaches, difficulty to concentrate, focus and dizziness, all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
