Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability. The patient has microcephaly and also osteoporosis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in a wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active. The patient does have feeding G-tube.

Extremities: Muscle wasting. No edema.

LABS: His WBC is 4.8, hemoglobin is 17.1, hematocrit is 52.9, monocytes are 17%, and eosinophils 12%.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Intellectual disability.

2. Microcephaly.

3. Osteoporosis.

4. Polycythemia with mildly elevated hemoglobin and hematocrit.

5. Eosinophilia and monocytosis.

6. History of osteoporosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, we could just observe his elevated hemoglobin, hematocrit, and monocyte. No treatment is required. Followup in three months.
