LOONEY, THERESA

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Looney is a 65-year-old woman comes in today complaining of vomiting, abdominal discomfort, diarrhea, cough and congestion, and stuffy head.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is 65 years old. She is widowed. She has five children. She lives here in town. She works as a paramedic in Livingston, still working.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Thyroid issues.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Synthroid 200 mcg once a day, she thinks, but not for sure.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: No recent immunization, but had immunization back in 2021.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Widowed. Five children. She used to smoke, but she quit in December.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of lymphoma. Father died of heart disease.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, cough, and congestion. She appears stable. She does not appear to be septic. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 161 pounds. O2 sat 94%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 101. Blood pressure 131/74.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi and fine rales.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Because of her O2 sat of 94%, we did a chest x-ray. Chest x-ray shows atelectasis, but does not look like COVID pneumonia.
2. Right middle lobe atelectasis noted.

3. She does have positive COVID, negative strep, negative flu.

4. She received Rocephin 1 g now and dexamethasone 8 mg now.

5. Paxlovid will be started immediately.

6. Bromfed DM for cough.

7. Albuterol two puffs four times a day.

8. Come back and see me tomorrow for followup.

9. Low thyroid.

10. Thyroid on the ultrasound looks “puny” but no nodules noted.

11. Mild lymphadenopathy noted.
12. Cervical lymphadenopathy related to COVID.

13. Fatty liver.

14. Gallstone is gone.

15. Kidneys looked normal.

16. Uterus looks normal.

17. Last period was 16 years ago.
18. Family history of stroke. Carotid ultrasound looks without any evidence of obstruction.

19. Echocardiogram was within normal limits.

20. Mild tachycardia.

21. Nausea and vomiting most likely related to COVID.

22. Minimal volume depletion.

23. Again, see me tomorrow because she has COVID. We talked about Paxlovid and starting that right away.
