HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 16-year-old male patient. He is here today stating that his right ear feels clogged up. It has been ongoing now, he states, for almost two weeks. There is no complaint of pain. As far as the left ear is concerned, there are no issues whatsoever. His sole complaint is his right ear feeling stuffed up.

No other symptom verbalized. He is not taking any medications for relief. He has tried over-the-counter solutions for excessive cerumen, none of that has helped.

The symptoms are constant.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/74. Pulse 82. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Left ear is completely normal. Right ear, unable to visualize the tympanic membrane at least initially. We have done an ear wash; status post ear wash, there is some very mild erythema, but the ear cleared up very well.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Impacted cerumen, right ear. We have done the ear wash as stated above. It is cleared out quite nicely. No medications will be given. The patient can return to clinic p.r.n.
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
