HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-year-old little girl. She is here today with right cheek facial redness and edema. She was playing yesterday in her yard and a dog was outside and came up and jumped on her and the paw had impacted her right side of the cheek, a little bit of skin opening there, would not call it a laceration. It is a very small abrasion. So, she woke up this morning having more edema and redness and erythema to that area. She is here for evaluation today. No change in her behavior. She seems to be playing well. She takes solid foods and fluids well as normal.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a delightful little 3-year-old girl. She is smiling. She does not look acutely ill. She is not complaining about the abrasion to the right side of her cheek nor the edema.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 94. Respirations 20. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenation 100%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits. Facial features on the right side, there is some erythema underneath that right eye going down to the lower jaw and it does show an edematous process present as well. There is no discharge from any scrape that is on that cheek. She does have one single small scrape approximately 3/8th of an inch long and maybe 1/8th of an inch wide.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abrasion, cellulitis of right facial cheek. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days. Mother is going to keep an eye on this. I have told the mother she can return to clinic tomorrow for followup or on Friday in two days.

2. I have discussed all the plan of care. Mother is in agreement. They will return p.r.n.
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
