The patient is here for followup of respiratory infection three weeks ago with continued slight cough, states he was sent home from school today with fever, which was 101 reported at the clinic on presentation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Rhonchi present, scattered. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and COVID screening which were negative.
Chest x-ray was obtained with questionable slight infiltration of the basilar lungs, right and left side. Slightly distorted cardiac shadow with rotation of chest on x-ray, probably secondary to position.

DIAGNOSES: Fever with apparent bronchitis and questionable atypical heart shadow.
PLAN: The patient was given Z-PAK and sent to continue over-the-counter cough medications for cough. Advised to follow up with PCP for further evaluation with pictures taken in the office for further evaluation as needed.
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
