Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient had flu and strep testing done, but because of history of exposure to strep and possible strep, the patient was given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up with PCP and here as needed.
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
