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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 25, 2009.  The patient was in Iraq.  The patient is driving a truck.  The patient tells me that there was a motor vehicle accident.  She was hit and then she hit the left side of the head against the windshield.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for few minutes.  When she woke up, she feels dazed and disoriented.  The patient also had severe head pain.  The patient was disoriented.  The patient feels significant nausea.  The patient tells me that the headache remained after that.  The patient tells me that she continued on her deployment.
The patient now has significant headaches, dizziness, nausea, and soreness in the head.  The headache is progressively getting worse.  The patient now suffers from migraines.  The patient is ringing in the ears.  The patient also has depression symptoms anxiety.  The patient feels frustrated.  The patient gets confused easily.  The patient has chronic fatigue and mood changes.  The patient also has memory loss.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient has difficulty to process new information.  The patient is seeing her doctor.  The patient was given meclizine for dizziness, Naprosyn and ibuprofen for soreness.  The patient also given diazepam for the anxiety and Qulipta for migraines.  The patient also seeing Polytrauma Clinic at the VA.  The patient also seen mental health, therapy and seen psychiatrist.

The patient tells me that she is currently not working.  She tells me that she is not able to work because of this.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient on June 25, 2009, in Iraq, was driving a motor vehicle.  The patient was hit on the motor vehicle.  The patient got into car accident.  The left side of her head hit the windshield.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  When she woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented, felt dazed out.  The patient also had severe head pain.  Since the incident, the patient had significant headaches.  The patient has headaches every day almost.  The patient has dizziness, nausea and ringing in the ears and soreness in the head.  These all common signs and symptoms suggestive of traumatic brain injury.
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
