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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in traumatic brain injury.  First traumatic brain injury was in 1972.  The patient was assaulted by her boyfriend. She tells me that her boyfriend in 1972 grabbed her neck, hit her.  The patient tells me that she was hit against the windshield.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient felt groggy.  This happened in Georgia.  The patient did not loose consciousness.  The patient did not go to the hospital.

In 1973, the patient was assaulted by her husband.  The patient tells me that her husband was abusive.  Her husband used the fist and hit her head.  She tells me that she got hit many times.  The patient had dizziness symptoms after she got hit.  She tells me that she got laceration in the head and she was bleeding.  Denies any loss of consciousness.
The patient is currently having significant insomnia symptoms.  The patient has frequent headaches.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has difficulty to understand questions.  She speaks very slowly.  She has been diagnosed with bipolar disorder, PTSD, and depression according to the patient.
The patient is currently not working.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The description she is telling me are not likely severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  Her current symptoms of insomnia, headaches language difficulties are likely related to her ongoing psychiatric illnesses such as bipolar disorder, PTSD, and depression.
