CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness, abnormal sleep apnea test, and overweight condition.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has dizziness on and off and last year he was diagnosed as vertigo and he was doing vestibular exercise with good relief. However, he left the exercise six to seven months ago and now he has dizziness especially when he is turning his head during the driving it gives him dizziness. The patient sometimes has dizziness turning to the right or left side in the bed. The patient had sleep apnea study and it was slightly abnormal and the sleep specialist is going to make some changes in his CPAP setting.
The patient is overweight and he is trying to lose weight and subsequently the patient is on low-carb diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to infection, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on enalapril 5 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on famotidine 20 mg once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on NovoLog insulin at mealtime according to sliding scale and the patient is on Ozempic 8 mg per *________* 2 mg every week subcutaneous injection.
The patient has a history of hypertriglyceridemia and he is on fenofibrate 67 mg one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.
FAMILY HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is currently unemployed. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
