Thank you for your continued support.

I have known Melissa Taylor for last several years. She has recurrent deep vein thrombosis and she has had several episode of pulmonary embolism for last several years. Time and again, she has been treated with Lovenox and then switched to Coumadin. Recently, she had a PT/INR done and INR was 1.4. She was advised to take extra 5 mg Coumadin and check PT/INR in two weeks. She is now here for further advice.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Her past medical history includes history of gastric bypass, history of hypertension, and history of recurrent deep vein thrombosis as well as pulmonary embolism. She is on several medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She comes here today for advice.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighs 281 pounds, and blood pressure 168/86.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: History of recurrent DVT and pulmonary embolism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I agree with current plan. I advised her to send me a copy of her PT/INR after two weeks, if she does not change must and we may to have increase Coumadin by 1 mg and so then we will give 6 mg daily.
