Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen today at our office for advanced renal cell carcinoma with metastasis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has multiple symptoms. Recently, he has been on dialysis since December. He has to go three times weekly. The patient was diagnosed with renal cell carcinoma when he was at VA Medical Center in Dallas. The patient had a large 8.4 cm left renal mass and multiple lymph nodes. Biopsy was done, which did show clear cell renal cell carcinoma. The patient and the family were told about the diagnosis but they chose to take the treatment in Denton simply because that will be close to there home, which is in the colony and since he is here. He has multiple medical problems, which includes renal cell carcinoma stage IV diagnosed recently. The patient also has end-stage renal disease. He is on dialysis. He sees Dr. Rahman as outpatient and get dialysis three times weekly. He also has history of coronary artery disease and history of severe anemia. Last hemoglobin was around 7. He also has history of thrombocytopenia but the platelet has been around 100,000 or more. He also has uncontrolled hypertension and history of respiratory failure in the past. He has history of bipolar disorder as well as history of schizophrenia. In past, the patient is on multiple medications that includes Trileptal and Valium. He is on insulin. He also is on Abilify, he is on gabapentin, he is on carvedilol, clonazepam, Lexapro, Plavix, hydralazine, and aspirin as well. His recent blood gases did show hypoxia with oxygen saturation at the hospital was 87% but in the office it was 98%. His creatinine is around 5, his WBC was 4.5, his platelets were 128, PT/INR at 1.1, and hepatitis screen was negative.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 209 pounds, and blood pressure 163/68.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Distended.

Extremities: Minimal edema. The patient does use walker.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Advanced renal cell carcinoma stage IV with lymph node metastasis.

2. End-stage liver disease. The patient is on dialysis.

3. Advanced diabetes mellitus.

4. Bipolar disorder and possible schizophrenia.

5. Coronary artery disease.

6. Respiratory disorder with some hypoxia. The patient has been heavy smoker in the past.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient definitively will benefit from chemotherapy most likely we will give him nivolumab 480 mg IV every four weeks and cabozantinib 40 mg daily. We will try to get this medications preauthorized at VA and we will see the patient in week or so once the medications are preauthorized. His renal failure is fairly new and hopefully with the chemotherapy, we might be able to help him as far as his kidney problem.
