ADDENDUM: I am in receipt of hospital records for this gentleman from 11/23/23 through 11/27/23 where the patient was hospitalized with pneumonia, sepsis, history of underlying CVA, seizure disorder, metabolic encephalopathy, UTI, hypertension, pneumonia as well as sepsis. The patient subsequently was discharged to home with minimal medications. The patient’s overall prognosis was poor. During the hospitalization, it was noted that the physicians were very surprised that the patient was able to live. He has a history of hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease as well, but his muscle wasting, his contractures and his mental status are related to brainstem CVA with aphasia, dysmetria, and the patient is nonverbal and confused and that is the main reason that since November, the patient has continued to worsen and the family has decided on hospice care at this time.

The patient’s recent CTA shows ICA vertebral artery stenosis. The patient has had aspiration with recurrent pneumonia in the past. Blood pressure is now stabilized. He continued to have seizure disorder during the hospitalization.
Overall prognosis is quite poor.
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
