HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Finley is a 61-year-old woman with a history of chronic back pain, gastroesophageal reflux, DJD, hypertension, positive HIV, diabetes and diabetic neuropathy.

The patient goes to HIV Clinic. Her CD4 count is around 1000, which is quite normal for someone with positive HIV.

ALLERGIES: NOSE SPRAY.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include Lasix 40 mg once a day, lisinopril 20 mg once a day, Biktarvy once a day, Norvasc 10 mg once a day, Coreg 3.25 mg twice a day, Elavil 25 mg a day, Crestor 20 mg a day, Neurontin 300 mg b.i.d., and metformin 500 mg a day.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is originally from Lake Charles. She is widow. She has two children. She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol.

FAMILY HISTORY: Breast cancer and coronary artery disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She has had issues with pain, has not had any opportunistic infection, has not been hospitalized recently, and has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/90. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Obese.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show no edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: The patient is a 61-year-old woman with hypertension and diabetes, lives at home with a provider, originally from Lake Charles, managing diabetes and hypertension quite well at this time.
As far as her HIV is concerned, she is on Biktarvy, which has kept her from developing any opportunistic infections and kept her CD4 count at normal. Recommend continuing with current dose of medication at this time.
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
