SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a smoker. He does not drink alcohol. He lives in a group home. He has not really held any jobs in his life because of his mental retardation issues.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not much known about his history.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Raul is cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/80. Pulse 90. Respirations 18.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 41-year-old gentleman with history of uncontrolled seizure disorder, mental retardation and traumatic brain injury. The patient is in need of provider services because of his traumatic brain injury to help with bathing and ADLs. The patient lives in a group home and he is not able to live alone or by himself. As far as smoking is concerned, he has been a smoker as long as he can remember and has no desire to stop smoking.
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
