FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
Mr. Williams is a 71-year-old gentleman with history of endstage heart failure. The patient lives at home with the help of provider services. The patient is on Coreg, lisinopril, Lasix, hydralazine, Norco, Isordil and Neurontin to control his symptoms.

The patient recently has increased dose of Lasix because of increased shortness of breath. The patient has never bee married. He does not have any children. He relies on hospice nurses and aides and provider service to care for him.

Recently, he has lost weight, he has become much weaker, he tells me; his weight loss is unavoidable consistent with cardiac cachexia. Mr. Williams has a KPS score of 40% and his condition continues to deteriorate as far as his endstage coronary artery disease is concerned. His other comorbidities include viral hepatitis, thoracic aneurysm, shortness of breath, weight loss, cardiac cachexia and protein-calorie malnutrition.
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
