HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old male patient here today complaining of having fever, aches, cough, runny nose, and body aches. He has had these symptoms now for the last four days. They are really without symptoms at this point. They both look good to me.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/70. Pulse 92. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears: Look within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Nonerythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs include flu and COVID, they were negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This has been a grossly normal examination today. No medications will be given. They are acting fine in the exam room. No coughing. No other issues.
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
