Mrs. Spoone is a 54-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in November 2023. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and gestational diabetes. The patient’s last hemoglobin A1c was 9.6%. This was her A1c at diagnosis. She tried metformin and failed metformin secondary to diarrhea and GI side effects. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any episodes of hypoglycemia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes she failed metformin therapy due to GI side effects. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.6%. I will plan on starting the patient on Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks and then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter. We will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, we will start her on hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg once daily and follow up with primary care provider.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, check her current lipid panel.

4. Followup with primary care provider.
