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The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in March 2022.  The patient was in Airborne School.  The patient was jumping out of an airplane.  It was his third jump.  His gear was not tight.  It was loosened.  When he landed, he landed on the ground very hard.  The patient hit the back of the head.  The patient tells me that he was momentarily out of consciousness when he hit the back of the head.  When he woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  He was hurting severely in the back of the head.  His officer told him to keep jumping.  He went on to jump two more times and he was confused and disoriented.
Since the event, the patient has significant daily headaches.  The patient also has significant dizziness symptoms.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has anxiety symptoms.
The patient is taking topiramate for the headaches.  He is taking topiramate for the migraine headaches.

The patient is currently working on water plants.  The patient tells me that his headache is significantly affecting the way he does his job.  The patient tells me that he is not able to concentrate and focus.  His dizziness is also affecting him to do his job.  The patient is not able to concentrate because of the dizziness and the headaches.
