The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was on June 19, 2022, at Lemoore, California.  The patient was riding a motorcycle.  The patient tells me that he hit a pothole and he flipped over.  The patient was completely flipped over and fell onto the ground.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He hit the helmet very hard.  As a matter of fact, he got a fracture in the left sinus.  The patient was contused and disoriented when he woke up.
Since the event, the patient has significant memory problems.  He has got poor memory.  He has got mood problems.  The patient has poor concentration.  The patient has lost track of the time.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient is dazed off a lot.  The patient was seen in the emergency room at that time.

The patient is currently working for the navy.  The patient used to be an airframe mechanic. However, he tells me that the chronic headache, poor memory, poor concentration, and lost track of time are affecting him to do his job.  His performance is poor.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient is not able to do airframe mechanics anymore.  The patient now is *__________* stand watch.
