CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of recurrent low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen by spine specialist and she is going to have lumbar nerve block. The patient stated that currently pain in the low back, which radiates to the lower extremities and is on light duty, is working three to four days a week.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or open wounds.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar spine and lumbar flexion is painful at 45 degrees. Weightbearing is also painful.
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
